Using Microsoft SQL Server 2008 SSIS Packages to access
CONNX data sources.

Use the Microsoft SQL Server 2008 Integration Services to gain access to data referenced in a CONNX Data Dictionary
(CDD) and move it to a SQL Server 2008 database.

1. For this to work, you will need to have turned on “Quoted delimiters” within the CDD. SQL
Server & SSIS do not support SQL without quoted delimiters.
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2. Open SQL Server Business Intelligence Development Studio. Create a new project and select
“Integration Services Project”.

3. Add a data flow task to the Control flow tab by selecting the Data Flow Task from the toolbox and
